Bone's Road House - Gualala on Hwy 1, North Coast California. If you are not intimidated by bikers, this is a great place for BBQ. Mike, the owner, bent over backwards to make our lunch stop with the club a great one. My personal favorite: the pulled pork.

TAYLOR'S AUTOMATIC REFRESHER. - Saint Helena. on HWY 29 at 933 Main St No Napa Valley tour would be complete without a stop at this roadside eatery. 1950's timeless appeal, beloved for quality food that reflects the history and character of it's community.
